Pray for an international student in 

Ukraine who began a Bible study last 

year for Chinese students, in Russian.  

This year he started one in Arabic for 

Arab students.  He is a bold witness. 

His family, in a troubled Middle-

Eastern country, have become believ-

ers and their lives are in danger.
